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Saddles

If you are riding Hunter Pleasure and 
Hunter Seat Equitation you will need 
a close contact saddle. I prefer 
oakbark color or dark brown (not 
orange). Make sure it fits you well 
and you feel comfortable in it. Most 
Arabians fit into a Wide Tree. I 
recommend the saddles below. Of 
course buying used is recommended 
and it’s most important that the 
saddle fit the rider and horse!

Bridles

If you are looking for a hunter bridle: 
I love the look of Bobby’s Braided 
bridle as well as the fancy stitch. You 
will also need a matching breastplate. 
Our Arabians fit into the COB size.

Bits

Since I tend to change bits depending 
on the horse or even depending on 
the day......I usually don’t have you 
buy your own bit. If I feel your horse 
will work well in a particular bit for 
an extended period of time I will let 
you know where to get it.

Girths

The girth should match your saddle 
well. Make sure you check the size. If 
you normally use a 46 but its on the 
small size with a work pad you might 
want to get a 48 to make room for the 
show pad and riser.

Show Pad

Medallion Super Quilt - make sure 
you check that it fits your saddle. Get 
a lift pad in white.

Helmet

If you are competing in Equitation 
you must wear an ASTM/SEI 
certified helmet with a chin strap. If 
you are looking for a sleek helmet 
that can cross over for Pleasure and 
Equitation I recommend the Troxel 
Grand Prix Classic. If you are serious 
about Equitation I recommend the 
Charles Owen JR8 Junior Helmet.

If you are 12 years or older you can 
wear a Hunt Cap in Pleasure classes 
only. See pic below:

Jacket, Breeches, Shirts

Above all it must FIT right. I like 
subtle and elegant. Navy blue, hunter 
green, greys or dark browns are most 
acceptable with coordinating rat-
chatcher shirts. I recommend  buying 
more than one shirt. Breeches should 
be beige, khaki or grey.

Boots

If you are 10 and up you will need a 
pair of tall boots (Field Boots). They 
should fit well and be tall enough. It 
is probably best to visit a store and try 
several on to figure out what size you 
are. Then you can go and order online 
to save $. You can also find used boots 
at The Horse Mart and Thrifty horse 
(a great idea if your child is still 
growing).

Gloves

You need black leather or cotton 
gloves.
